SW Florida: The area from Cape Romano south to 81d25’W 25d30°N
continues to be flagged in the imagery (Note: green areas are suspicious
in this region due to a persistent period of increased chlorophyll).
Chlorophyll in the area has reached levels between 3-5 ug/L. This area
should still be monitored although the bloom most likely is not all K.
brevis.
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Florida Keys: Chlorophyll has increased about 0.5-0.9 ug/L on the

outer reef tract from Marquesas to Looe Key. Somewhat less of an
increase is observed northeast to near Molasses Reef. This is not a
blackwater event. Divers may report poorer visibility along the reef
tract then normally expected.
